MANAGEMENT OF CONFLICTS
OF QUALIFIED FOOTBALL

PLAYERS

Abstract

Relevance of the research topic. Conflicts are
an integral part of human relations, they have
always existed and will continue to exist,
because there is no conflict-free existence of
an indicator in society. The purpose of the
research is to establish changes in inter-
personal conflicts of qualified football players
before and after the experiment. Material and
methods. 30 qualified football players took
part in the research, the EEG team of the first
league football "EMC-Paodillia" (Vinnytsia)
and THE KG team of the football team of the
VSPU named after Michael Kotsyubynsky.
Methods of research: Analysis of scientific
literature; pedagogical observation;
questioning, testing, methods of mathematical
statistics. Research results and key findings.
According to a comparative analysis of the
index of "level of aggressiveness" of qualified
players after the experiment, KG players did
not resort to "physical aggression”, and in the
majority were oriented on "object aggression”
which increased by 12,5%, and also "self-
aggression” by 6,25%. On the other hand, the
index of "verbal aggression™ decreased by
6,25% and "emotional aggression™ by 6%. In
KG increased by 7,2% "verbal aggression”,
due to "emotional aggression™. According to a
comparative analysis of "style of behavior in
conflict” after the experiment in the IG there
was an increase in indicators of "cooperation™
by 25,0%, in KG by 7,13%, "rivalry" in the EG
by 250% in KG without changes,
"compromise™ in the EG by 12,5%, in KG
without changes. There was a recorded
decrease in indicators of "avoidance" in both
groups by 6,25%, and "adaptation” in the EG
by 6,25%, in KG no changes were made.
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The statistically reliable shift of the "level of
aggressiveness” in the EG of such 5, in KG — 2,
according to the "style of behavior in the
conflict" in the EG -5, in KG — 2 of the indicator
is recorded.
