METHODOLOGICAL CONCEPTS OF PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF MASTERS OF PUBLIC
ADMINISTRATION AT US UNIVERSITIES

Summary. The article highlights the methodological principles of the professional training of masters of public
administration at the United States universities. In accordance with the existing paradigms and educational concepts,
the theory of learning are distinguished. It is established that the content of study is focused on professional and
research training, satisfaction of perspective career opportunities and professional growth of civil servants. It is noted
that the effectiveness of the organization of professional training of masters of public administration is promoted by a
number of specific principles. Two stages of organization of studying are described. It is emphasized that in the process
of professional training of masters reproductive, creative, problem-searching and research methods, active and
interactive teaching methods, innovative pedagogical technologies are predominately used. Scientific and educational
tendencies of the vision of the concept of "method of teaching" are distinguished: theoretical and methodological;
psychological and pedagogical and actualization of individual experience.

APPLICATION OF COMPUTER PROGRAMS OF MATHEMATICAL ASSIGNMENT AT THE TEACHING OF
THE COURSE OF HIGHER MATHEMATICS AT A PEDAGOGICAL UNIVERSITY

The fragments and expediency of using mathematical applications Mathcad, Maxima in teaching higher
mathematics students of pedagogical universities are considered. The automated reproduction of the step-by-step
approach to the solution of some typical problems of higher mathematics: systems of linear algebraic equations by the
Kramer method, the finding of the extremum of the function of two variables, and the coordinates of the vector in the
new basis are analyzed. The graphic possibilities of mathematical applications Mathcad, Maxima and their expediency
in the study of higher mathematics are considered. An example of solving certain problems of higher mathematics is
the expediency of using both standard commands of SCM Mathcad, Maxima, and specially created custom procedures
for audience and independent work of students, distance learning. It is shown that the use of programs of
mathematical purpose helps to increase the level of mathematical culture of the user.
