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Abstract. Restrictions of face-to-face learning by reason of COVID-19 have forced higher education
institutions to implement digital technologies to support learning on distance. From a logical viewpoint
using digital technologies is an obvious solution for the implementation of distance or blended learning in
quarantine restrictions. But we should pay attention to the pedagogical feasibility of using information
technology and digital devices to realize specific types of educational activities. Now the digital
educational environment of universities is enough developed. But in the condition of the COVID-19
pandemic, we can't estimate how long we will teach students distance and how much this process is
effective. That's why we need additional research on the effectiveness of student learning as customers of
educational services in these environments. In this context, we investigated the readiness of Ukrainian
higher education institutions to implement distance learning on two-level: at the level of institutional
support and students’ competence and at the level of students' attitudes to use of synchronous and
asynchronous distance learning modes. We estimated too what tools bachelors and masters prefer for the
implementation of the main types of educational activities. In this study we used methods of comparative
and system analysis of scientific papers, covering the research problem; study of own and foreign
experience in creating educational environments, and implementation of e-learning with maximum
involvement of students in the education process. The current review focuses on involving students in
planning technologies, delivery of theoretical information, setting tasks for practical skills, presenting the
results of students' educational activities, assessment and reflection. Statistical methods and software tools
for statistical data processing SPSS were used to process the data of the survey. As a result, we confirmed
the readiness of Ukrainian higher education institutions to implement distance learning. We formed the
methodological recommendations for distance learning based on the analysis of students' experience at the
level of delivery of educational content and educational communication in synchronous and asynchronous
modes.
